Description of Volunteer Positions:
BBQ Grill Master – Work the BBQ like you own it, cooking carne asada, chicken, burgers and hot dogs.  Lots go on behind those food booths and some of it is BBQing.
Bus/Clean Dining Tables – We’re always better cleaning someone else’s house so come clean. With a damp dishrag and small bucket you clear and wipe down tables under and around tent dining area. Feel free to chat with the patrons.   

      Sit/Stand position.

Fair Set Up/Food Booth Prep – This varies from hanging signs, setting up tables or slicing food.  These shifts put you were the most help is needed and are assigned by Fair Chairs or Booth Captain.  Best to be good at taking instructions for this role.    
Food Booth- Help booth Captain where needed in the food booth.  Could be cutting food, warming tortillas, taking tickets, or serving food. 

      Sit/Stand position.  

Food Booth Assistant – Free spirit needed.  Check in at Volunteer Check In booth and be assigned to a food booth in need of a volunteer.  Also see Food Booth.

Food Courier: Grab that Fit Bit. Active on the go person wanted; the food booths will radio you requesting meat or mustard, etc; you will go to the refrigeration truck (near snack shack) or the K classroom, get the requested item and using a shopping cart take it to the food booth.  Need to move fast because Captain’s wait until the last minute to ask!   
Game Booth: Wanted: outgoing persons to take script tickets, promote game playing and hand out winner tickets or nice try prizes from the booth. 

Sit/ Stand position.

Information Booth:  Answer any questions our Fair patrons might have regarding the fair.  Sell opportunity raffle tickets from the booth.

Raffle Tickets Walking Around – Turn on the charm and sell raffle/opportunity tickets by walking around grounds.  





Walk around position
Ride Ticket Booth – Like your space?  Don’t want to work with other people? Like to sit?  Only thing missing here is a TV.  Sit inside an enclosed A/C booth selling ride tickets and speaking thru glass.






    Sit Down Position
Rummage Sale: Walk around Fr. Martin Hall working the room to get complete strangers to buy stuff they didn’t know they needed; make deals, tidy the tables.
Walk Around 
Script / Will Call Booth – Nice people wanted here!  Popular booth because people need script to purchase everything at the Fair. Financial Sponsors will pick up their package here. Be nice to sponsors and patrons. You will be handling money and using a Credit card machine.     Sit down.  

Security-Front Entrance – Strong personality type apply here; Wearing a security vest you check all bags for contraband or unwanted drinks; if your shift starts at 6pm or later you will collect $5 from 17 & under without a parent.  



       Sit/Stand position.
Security-Golf Cart- Strong personality type apply here; wearing a security vest you patrol the  parking lot in “The Beast” a tricked out golf cart preventing theft, loitering & drinking in the lot including the Teddy Bear school next door.  



     Must be 21 or older.
Security–Parking Lot Walk Around – Wearing a security vest you walk between the hall and Willow St keeping eye out in front parking area, VIP parking area, teenagers, occasionally you will also walk down Willow St towards athletic field ensuring vehicles are safe and school property remains the schools.                                                                 Standing/Walking Position
Security-Field Walk Around – Grab your Fit Bit because wearing a security vest you walk around the field keeping people and property safe. Keep eyes out for kids behind the rides and behind the baseball field for smooching and extra-curricular activities.
Grounds Beautification: Humble, behind the scenes independent worker needed. Do what is needed to clean grounds; sweep or use electric blower, wash kitchen plates & utensils, clean out food booths, collect trash and take by cart to trash bin. 

       Walking & Lifting position

Volunteer Booth:  Quick thinker required. Busy at shift change. You may need to prioritize and manage which booths need volunteer’s vs which ones we need to shut down if we don’t have enough volunteers.  




   Sit position. 

Vendor Liaison: At end of each night ensure the vendors have access to classroom storage.

What does it mean to be a FOOD BOOTH Captain?

· All volunteers and food are provided for each booth.

· The Captain manages the volunteers to ensure everyone is safe and following proper food handling procedures such as wearing food gloves, hairnet’s and ensure washing stations are in place.  All supplies are provided for each booth.

· During booth operation the Captain will need to monitor food supplies. If your booth is getting low you radio the food courier to get your booth more supplies.
· The Captain will arrange volunteers in the best most effective and safe way of working during booth operation.  This will require at each shift change that volunteers are briefed by the Captain about food handling procedures.

· If a volunteer fails to show for their shift, the Captain will need to step in and perform the duty required.
